Activity Description:

In this lesson, students will focus on “Animal Shelters”. Hand out a piece of construction paper to each
student.

Ask them to write that thing in a complete sentence at
the top or bottom of their construction paper. Then ask the students to illustrate their writing, using
markers, crayons, pencils, and colored pencils.

When the group is done, invite individuals to share their product with the group. Discuss. Ask students
to hand in their papers (with their names written on the back of the page). 3-hole punch along the edge
of the papers in preparation for “binding” these into a book.
