LESSON PLAN

Activity Title: Module 8 — Lesson 2 Review of “Preparing to Be a Pet Owner”

Space Needed: Classroom space with chairs and tables.

To review the concepts presented in Vocabulary for this unit has already been
Module 1 — Preparing to be a Pet Owner. introduced in Module 1. Review, if needed.

Activity Description:

Tell the students that this is the last module of the Critter Care Curriculum, and throughout this module
they will be given the opportunity to demonstrate what they know and remember about the other
modules. (If the group only used certain _modules, those should be the ones utilized in this module). Tell

the group that they will create a book about the lessons they learned in this curriculum. In each lesson,
students will develop pages to include in the book around a specific topic. In this lesson, students will

focus on “Preparing to be a Pet Owner”. Hand out a piece of construction paper to each student. Have
drawing and coloring tools available. Ask students to think about and then write the most important
thing they remember about preparing to be a pet owner. Ask them to write that thing in a complete
sentence at the top or bottom of their construction paper. Then ask the students to illustrate their
writing, using markers, crayons, pencils, and colored pencils.

When the group is done, invite individuals to share their product with the group. Discuss. Ask students
to hand in their papers (with their names written on the back of the page). 3-hole punch along the edge
of the papers in preparation for “binding” these into a book.
